Faster Than Wireless 
 

When you purchase a wireless router, be sure it has extra 

Ethernet ports that support Gigabit Ethernet, which is the 

fastest Ethernet standard available. Wired Gigabit Ethernet 

speeds are even greater than the fastest wireless standard, 

802.11 Draft N. Having multiple Ethernet ports will allow 

you to make a wired connection to devices in addition to 

wireless connections. If you want to connect a wired network 

device (one that doesn't include built-in wireless capabilities) 

to your home network, an Ethernet port and an Ethernet ca-

ble will ensure you can still integrate it into your network.
