Following up on a conversation from our meeting, | want to be
sure you are all aware of a couple threats experienced by your
fellow members.

Adobe has a new version of th&eader version 10. It is the

PDF viewer that can open and interact with all PDF documents.
Use AdobeReaderto view, search, digitally sign, verify, print,

and collaborate on PDF files. Yes, it seems a little quicker and is
available from the Adobe site, free as it has always been. So, why
do | feel | have to mention it?

Roger and I, and, as it turns out, some of our members, have
found that when visiting an unrelated web site, a flashing window
appears urging us to clidiere to download the new Adobe
Readerversion 10" saying it is needed for whatever happens to
be on that web page. You should all know that this fine program
is never needed to read anything on a web page!

When something similar to this appears on your computer,

NEVER click it!! In this case, you would be taken, not to the real
Adobe site, but to a site that fools you into believing you are at
adobe.comAnd, in the meantime, without your knowledge a
malware, usually a Trojan, has been downloaded into your com-
puter. When you dondét know t hi
pose is going on without your knowledge? And how long will it
take for you to realize that something bad may be happening in
your computer? Maybe if 1t slo
a lot of information can be taken before you realize it.
